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Do you ever find yourself searching for something bigger than you? For a community to be a
part of? A place founded on truth and love? A place to worship the King of Kings, the Lord of

Lords, and the Son of God? Welcome to Founded in Truth, where we're more than just a
fellowship. We're a family. So welcome home. Shabbat Shalom everyone. We're excited to

come back together this Shabbat in our new building that we are blessed to have. We are so
blessed what God has done as he's opened the door and we're excited to see what he holds

for his kingdom here in 2021. Guys, if you have not noticed, there is a lot going out in the world.
And I know that there's a lot of people in the world right now that are happy and And I know
that there are a lot of people out there that are probably sad right now. Maybe some a little

scared. But I also want to let you know that on this Sabbath day, this place that God has
carved out of time to call it holy and set apart, to call His, as believers, as Christians who have
come to know the blessing of the Sabbath, we understand that Friday night, we simply don't

just effortlessly slip into Saturday. We understand that we have an invitation to step in this
section of time-space to meet with God, to be engulfed by God's kingdom and God's mission,

to be engulfed with God's decrees, to be engulfed with the rest that comes from God. And I
want to ask, if that's not you today, if you're not allowing yourself to be engulfed with that

peace, I would ask for you to reflect a little bit and ask yourself why. What is distracting you
today? From the most potent shalom that can ever be given to you. From the one who is

always in control. Let me rephrase. If you're not in that place today, this day from the
beginning that was overwhelmingly saturated with the enthronement of Yahweh at creation

of time itself, where are you? Where is your head at? God invites it to be here with him. The
author of Hebrews goes on to explain to us that the fullness and the true weight of the

Sabbath finds its ultimate fulfillment in the person of Yeshua. We know this. Why is that?
Well, because Yeshua is the Messiah, a.k.a. the Christ, a.k.a. the singular king. And from his
throne of this king's kingdom, the eternal Sabbath is felt. The eternal rest is felt. The eternal
hope that makes its outward signs through our lives in the form of that very peace going

forward towards others, that very love going forward towards others, that very mercy going
forward towards others. Is God's kingdom reigning today? And if the answer is yes, have you

chosen to stand in that truth? Nothing has changed. Nothing in this world of empires battling
against each other will ever change that. Why are we knocked off our focus so easily? I know

there's a lot going on in the world today, but there's something a lot better going on in the
kingdom today. And that is the reminder that our king reigns over all of creation and he

invites us to engulf ourselves in that hope, in that peace, and in that rest on this seventh day.
that is supposed to saturate us with that hope every day. It doesn't matter what the world
looks like. It matters what your commitment is to your mission, to that world and what it

looks like. Can you be at peace knowing that nothing has changed because Yeshua sits on
the throne? Will you dare embrace that peace when things don't go your way? So today

we're going to continue our Missed Connection series. As we enter into the gospel according
to John. In the New Testament, John is, of course, the fourth gospel. And John is also a very

special, special account among the four. Because it's more distinct or it's more... John is more
original than the other three. Use that word carefully. He's more original than the other three.

And so we didn't even make it five minutes into the message, and we're going to get a little
nerdy. So let's go ahead and get a little nerdy. So how many gospel accounts are there in the

New Testament? Four. That's right. And what are they? Let's say them together. Matthew,
Mark, Luke, and John. Each one is a different view or a different angle or addition of the

recounting of the ministry of Yeshua. And while each gospel follows on the same journey...
They recount, they reflect it a little bit differently. We all know this. They each had their own
methods and styles and purposes. They each had their own audiences. They probably had
their own sources. I mean, just, they each make a portrait of Jesus uniquely valuable from

their point of view. And that's what we've been explaining the past few weeks, how the
authors were not simply giving us video camera footage to the reader. It's not like they just,

here's everything that went on play. No, they were giving a production, a play, a film, a
narrative that includes drama and humor and suspense and hope and different focuses,

artists on how they prepared these gospel accounts for you as the reader. And it's as if they're
driving a bus around a city giving you a tour, but not all tours are the same, despite the city
being the same, right? And so we have four accounts that are unique for the most part, but
three of them are less unique than the fourth. Have you guys ever heard the phrase synoptic

gospels? Usually it's a phrase that you hear more in scholarly or seminary or academic circles.
realms, Bible studies, synoptic gospels. Well, the synoptic, meaning to have the same

synopsis, the synoptic gospels are a way to categorize and kind of group together Matthew,
Mark, and Luke. Because these three gospel accounts are extremely similar on how they drive

the bus through the city and show you the tour of the city. Again, not sure if that's the best
way of phrasing it, but... So you also have the Johannine, which is a real fancy way of saying
the Gospel of John. And John starts the tour bus out on a four-wheeler outside the city and
then takes you slowly and unexpectedly on a different route all around the inside of the city
than the other three buses. It's the same city. You're still getting a tour, but this one is very

different. It's a little bit different. Hopefully I explained that in a way. And of course, we know
how John starts out. He doesn't start out with a genealogy. He doesn't start out with directly
speaking about the nativity story or even the ministry of Yeshua on earth at all. No, John is
looking up at the stars of heaven, writing this original, progressive, poetic style, so much so

that you could almost see Matthew, Mark, and Luke looking at him like, what are you doing?
What are you doing? John 1 starts out in the beginning. John starts out with an instant

hyperlink back to Genesis chapter 1, right? But John is not necessarily trying to take us back
to Genesis 1 to camp out there and study Genesis 1. No, he's showing us Genesis 1-1, the

creation account, and then we continue reading John and we realize he's not trying to take
us back to that creation account. He's speaking of an entirely new creation account. He's not
speaking about Genesis 1, one creation. He's speaking about a new creation, something new

that has taken place that has changed the reality of all of creation. This is a new creation
where everything that is alive only exists because of the power and the person of Yeshua as
the king, as Messiah. John is drawing your attention not simply back to Genesis 1 and that

creation account, but all the way through the narrative and the story of the Hebrew Bible and
the Old Testament. Specifically through the prophet of Isaiah that speaks about a time when

God would do something so magnificent and grand that it can only be described as a new
heaven and a new earth, a new creation. And John is packed with so much passion about

who he thinks the king of heaven and earth is. is in that very moment. That he wants
everyone to know that the new creation has taken place in the person of Jesus. That the king

has been enthroned and that the king reigns now. He reigns. And the only essence of
anything that can be described as being alive, truly being alive, only comes into new creation
through him. That's verse 3 of John 1. And we have time. Let's go ahead and open scriptures to

John chapter 1. Let's go ahead and just read the first five verses here, just so we can set the
stage of how John is entering into his account. Because we're going to read this, and then
we're going to read something that's a bit more scandalous in chapter 1. So John chapter 1,
verse 1. Now as Chapter 1 and John continues. John writes about John the Baptist, and we

spoke about that a few weeks back. But I want to draw your attention later in chapter 1, it's a
longer chapter, at verse 43, because Yeshua is going to call a man by the name of Philip to

become his disciple. And join me in verse 33, we're going to read what happens. The next day,
Jesus decided to leave Galilee, finding Philip. He said to him, follow me. So Philip is super
stoked. He is super excited. Jesus found him and he said, follow me. And Philip is just so

outside of it. He's just ecstatic that he goes and finds his friend Nathanael. And he said, we
found him. This is it. We found him. We found the guy Moses wrote about in the Torah. We
found the guy that all the prophets spoke about. His name's Jesus, Yeshua of Nazareth, the

son of Joseph. Now remember, the past few weeks, and I want to bring this up again, the past
few weeks we've been discussing that when we read the gospel accounts, I'm hammering

this, it was not written like security camera footage. We are not watching a live TV
production. We are not simply watching a historical event unfold. We are reading a narrative,
a story, written. We are reading a crafted, intentionally crafted account of a historical event.
Which means if it's intentionally crafted, then there are clues and there are specific words
used and words that aren't used. And there are specific emotions invoked that the writer

John wants you as the reader to understand and feel. What's so special about the message
that Philip and Nathanael respond to? Don't overthink it. It's quite simple. Most of us have

read John so many times that we know how the story continues and we know what happens
next that we don't take into account the very beginning of the story. Nothing in the story, as
of now, gives Philip any hint of who Yeshua is. John doesn't include that. Yeshua comes up to

him and he speaks two words. Follow me. He could have been... I don't know, a cab driver
broke down the road. Follow me, come help me push my car. It's a horrible example, but

that's an exaggeration. But this is the level of absence that John gives us about that
encounter. Follow me. Nothing in this account with Philip tells the reader any evidence that
Philip has to determine that this is the one that's spoken about by Moses and the prophets.
There's no evidence given whatsoever. Now, critics out there, I understand. It's possible that

Philip is just being led by false confidence. You know, that he was just overcome, so overcome
with excitement that he blurted this out, right? A misleading claim as an over-eager follower
blurts out. I mean, that never happens, right? And look, his enthusiasm is not shared by even

the other disciples. They missed whatever he got. His certainty about Yeshua is something
that the other disciples here are unaware of. Looking at how the chapter continues in the

very next verses, we see something interesting. Verse 46. Nazareth. Can anything good come
from the town of Nazareth? Nathaniel asked. Come and see. said Philip. Come and see.

Nathaniel has his doubts right off the bat, right? Nazareth. Can anything good come from
Nazareth? They didn't know good come from Nazareth. The king that's coming isn't coming
from Nazareth. You're telling me that this is the king, this is the messianic figure, this is the

divine messianic figure spoken about by all the prophets found in the Torah everywhere.
Philip, that's a fantastic story, but the flaw in your assertion is you chose the wrong town. He
displays this prejudice over this small town. It's the same. It happens again in John chapter 7.

It's like, who does this guy think he is coming from Nazareth? This is funny. I don't know.
You've got to have the reputation, right? The part of John 1 that I find most significant is found
at the end of verse 46. What does Philip say to Nathaniel's assertion that this can't possibly be

the Christ that is going to reign? He says three words in English. Come and see. At this point
in the story, if it were a film that you're watching... it would be a perfect time for the opening

credits to begin rolling. Like everything has led up to this point in the story. It's kind of like
been a first part or introduction to the film. And this very point with these three words, Philip

not only, again, Philip not only invites Nathaniel to come and see. At this point in John's
narrative, he's inviting the reader, right? Imagine the fourth wall breaking, looking at you,

come and see. The phrase come and see functions as this invitation to the reader throughout
the fourth gospel account, an invitation to look and discern among all of the other things

whether this Yeshua that they will meet in this story is in fact the one that Moses spoke about,
the one that the prophet spoke about. John has automatically from the get-go set
astonishing high expectations here in the first chapter of his story. This seemingly

insignificant man from Nazareth ...has already been identified in John's account as the divine
Logos... ...for which all creation came into be, John 1-18. John has already identified him in the

introduction as the Lamb of God... ...that takes away the sins of the world. John has
specifically already identified Yeshua as Israel's Messiah... ...as Israel's Christ, as Israel's King, in
verse 41. Sure, Philip could have just over-eagerly made this claim... ...but the opening of John's

account suggests otherwise... We're given to understand that Philip has somehow come to
this revelatory insight about this man. And if that's the case, which I believe it is, readers of the

text are now summoned by Philip to come and see how this Yeshua of Nazareth is
understood as the one true king of creation. And as we move deeper into the story, the plot
begins to unfold. Just as we reviewed four or five messages ago, Yeshua quickly comes into

conflict with It comes in the conflict with the religious leaders at the time, the religious
authorities. They begin to, I think the first time, they begin to charge him with what? They

begin to charge him with violating the Sabbath in John chapter 5, 2 through 9. Yeshua heals
a lame man, and then he instructs the man to stand up and carry his bedroom furniture
around with him. He carries his mat around. It's what he slept on. Now remember, these
conservative Torah keepers freaked out. They flipped. They lose it. They can't control their
emotions at all. The offense from the point of the religious leaders isn't even that Yeshua

healed a lame man on the Sabbath. No, Yeshua directed him to pick up his mat, an act that
constitutes a more technical violation of the Sabbath day, working on the Sabbath in their

eyes. And what I love so much, oh man, Yeshua just burned people up the way that he
responded to conflict. What I love so much is how Yeshua cannot help but to escalate this

conflict into something that no one could have imagined it would have been. It gets so juicy
so quick. The Pharisees are wanting to charge him with allowing this man... And charging this

man to break the Sabbath. That's what they want to charge him. Wouldn't you think that
Yeshua's response should be something along the lines of, you know, hey, guys, like

technically it's a mat. Like it's just a little yoga mat. It only weighs about half a pound. It's not
breaking the Sabbath. It's okay. Or Yeshua could come kind of more authoritative and say,

you know what? I'm the Lord of the Sabbath. Like you think that that would be a good way to
respond to them accusing him of breaking the Sabbath and teaching this man to break the

Sabbath, right? Yeah. Yeah. A response like that would keep the fire from starting and getting
really big. Now, here's Yeshua's response. Let's see here. John 5, verse 17. But Jesus answered
them, My father is working until now, and I am working. This is why the Jews were seeking all
the more to kill him, because not only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling
God his own father, making himself equal to God. The now relatively small complaint against
the issue of concern of breaking the Sabbath has now become the launching pad of one of

the longest self-referential discourses of Yeshua that we find so common throughout the
entire book of John. This is John 5, 17 through 47. And in this discourse, Yeshua says something

that many of us may have missed. It was one of the most challenging things for the
self-righteous religious elite of the first century to hear and comprehend. And it's likely one of

the hardest things for the self-righteous religious elite here in 2021 to comprehend and to
hear. And it's found in John chapter 5, verses 39 to 40. And here's what it says. You search the

scriptures because you think that in them you have eternal life. You search the scriptures
because you think Verse 1. Sometimes, in the first century now, surely not today, people put
their hope and salvation in Moses. And Yeshua is saying, you can't find it there. You can only
find it in me. Moses wrote, when you see the hope and salvation of the Torah, guess who it's

pointing to? Thus, Philip was right. Yeshua endorses Philip's eager description of him, the one
whom Moses wrote about in the Torah. But there's a tragic turn that takes place here.

Though Moses wrote about Yeshua, the religious teachers of God's people, the one whose
office it is to explain and interpret Moses, now find Yeshua unbelievable and reject him. John
crafted this account so beautifully. This bitter and paradoxical outcome was foreshadowed

already in John's prologue back in John 1.11 when he says... They came to his own house, or he
came to his own house, and his own people did not receive him. Like this has already been,
John's just pulling it out. But only here in John 5 does this hermeneutical dimension of this

failure come fully into focus. Yeshua does not challenge or criticize Moses. Rather, here Moses
actually testifies to Jesus. Yet the religious adversaries of Yeshua, despite their degree of

scrutinizing the writings of Moses, a slang term for the Torah, They fail at properly interpreting
it because they reject Jesus. Let me say that again. The failure here is because the religious

leaders of that time, despite their degree and memorization of the Torah and avid Torah
study and scrutiny of the Torah and knowing everything of the Torah, the failure is they didn't
see that the Torah pointed to Yeshua. So they failed to interpret the Torah at all. They failed at
the point of the Torah. They failed to adequately present the Torah for what it is. That's what
John's saying. Gosh, that is just shank. It's just so, yeah. What happens in this conversation is

what scholar Dr. Richard Hayes calls a fateful circulatory. He says this is a challenging
moment and... And you know, it is a challenging moment because think about it. You've

studied the narrative so long and the Word so long, and then what John is saying here is that
John is looking at the Old Testament through the lens of Yeshua, along with the rest of the
biblical authors, and he's saying that, yeah, you can look at Yeshua through the lens of the

Old Testament and the Torah, and you can find him, but the full function and purpose of the
entire Hebrew Bible cannot be seen. So audacious, and I love it. To use more contemporary

languages, this is just kind of a savage moment by John. That reading, the writings of Moses
should lead to believing in Jesus, is not what he's saying. He's saying in order to understand

the words of Moses, one must first come to Jesus to receive life. You do not have his word
remaining in you because the one he has sent is Him you do not believe. That's what he says

in John 5, 38. And so those who do not trust in Jesus, they do not trust in the testimony of
Jesus, his words remain in incomprehension and death. Only those who enter into this loop at

the point of believing Yeshua can rightly understand truly what Moses wrote. Yeshua is
saying you can't rightly understand Torah unless you believe him first. That is what the divine

son of God says right here in the gospel account of John. Everybody's always trying to
understand Torah to get to Yeshua. But John's saying, no. Yeshua is saying you must first

believe in him before you can ever understand anything that the Torah is speaking of and the
depth of what the Torah is speaking of. And so in John's gospel, just like Luke's, because Luke
says the same thing, there is a call to reread Israel's scriptures. There is the authors provoking

the reader to, hey, Now that you know this king, you've heard about this king, retroactively
look through that lens to see the glory of what the Hebrew Bible is actually saying. Reread the
narrative of the Old Testament from the standpoint of the New. It almost sounds backwards,

doesn't it? The reading backwards that reinterprets Scripture in the light of this new
revelation imparted by Yeshua and focused solely on him as the one that gives life, true life,

true salvation, and true hope. And it's neat to see, as we mentioned earlier about the synoptic
gospels and the gospel of John, it's neat to see that Luke and John, again, traditionally not

placed together because John is so far from being of the same synopsis. It's neat to see them
meet at this point. Here's a quote by Richard Hayes' commentary on John. He says, Not least
because of John's polemical framing of his remarks about the testimony of Scripture. Their

hermeneutical underpinnings are similar. And the theological distance between Luke 24-27
and John 5-46 is even less than the mere five chapters that would ultimately separate them
in the church's fourfold gospel canon. The point Hayes is bringing up is we have this textual

similar link between Luke and John, which is surprising in and of itself. So a little nerdy
moment. Here you can see the verses compared to each other. Luke says, This is on the road
to Emmaus. Remember, you have the previous followers of Yeshua that ditched them and

started heading home because they were sad because they killed them. And And they
thought that he was going to be a king that was going to mimic the ways of the world and

the powers of the world. And he was going to call down angels and hellfire missiles and
drones and whatever else to defeat his enemies. And when it didn't happen, they walked

away. And then Yeshua comes alongside them and he begins to interpret properly the Torah
and the prophets that spoke about him. And of course, John 5, if you believe Moses, you would

believe me for he wrote about me. Now, unlike Luke and the synoptics, John does not put a
ton of energy into using direct and exact citations to link the Old Testament scriptures to
Yeshua. It's just the nature of his gospel. It's not his style. His style is to invoke images and

figures from Israel's scriptures to make his point and paint his pictures. For example, in John
3.14, he writes, John is clearly alluding to the episode narrated in Numbers 21, but the only

explicit verbal links between the two passages are the name Moses and serpent. The way he
is writing is more visual. He's painting a picture instead of textual. Again, John is painting a

picture of how Yeshua was foretold by Israel's scripture and by the Torah, not writing an
analytical report. And sometimes, sometimes John gets a bad reputation. A bad rap. He gets
a bad rap because some people see him as being like a super sessionist. Like John is trying to
replace the Torah and cut the Torah off and the Torah is done away with. Or Judaism is now
null and void and replaced with this new, completely different religion called Christianity. In
which Torah and Israel has known for so long is just dismissed. Right? The religion that we

have to this point is now outdated, replaced with Jesus, this non-Jewish king. And this is how
many, unfortunately, have read John. And it's easy to ask that question. John 1.17, for example,
is great. In the prologue here of John, it says, Grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. And
I love this verse because it's so jam-packed with hope. But not only that, with a declaration of

God's mission that it has moved forward and progressed towards victory. But when
examining the text, how are we actually to read this? We have these two clauses. Are they

related to each other? Does the law given by Moses point to grace and truth of Jesus Christ,
as John 5.46 indicates, so that the later confirms and completes the testimony of the former?

Or does the grace and truth of Jesus Christ negate and supplant the law entirely? The
question hovers over the entire gospel of a whole when you read through it. It's the way that

John very intentionally cracks the foundation of how Israel expected God to complete his
promises to them. He wants to draw focus on how God has actually, in a better way, fulfilled

his promises. And when we formulate the problem of how John phrases this verse specifically,
I feel it already implies the answer that I think John compels us to give. No, of course it hasn't.
If we intend to the way that Scripture actually functions in John, we see that. We see that the
identity of Yeshua is deeply embedded in Israel's texts and journey and traditions. Especially

the commandments. The commandments centered on the temple and, of course, the sacred
festivals found in Leviticus 23. This is the world in which John's imagination is immersed. This

is the world that he's painting out for this audience. in no way was ever trying to, nope, there's
a line, all y'all, this is done, here's the new. No, this is the evolution of the fullness of what God

is doing from everything that we've always known and hoped for. And I love that. It's
impossible to understand John's Yeshua apart from the story of Israel and the decreed

festivals and the symbols that recall and represent the entire story of the Dr. Hayes, in his
commentary of John, he says this concerning this exact verse. Dr. Richard Hayes, he's a New
Testament professor. He says, And consider this hermeneutical logic. The author of the book

of Hebrews understood this point. In Hebrews chapter 10 verse 1, the author is right. The law is
only a shadow of the good things that are coming, not the realities themselves. The Torah is
this vague flicker of dancing shadows on the wall. You get the image, if you will, the sense of
direction, but full of God's plan, mission, and kingdom ethic. But it's just this vague flickering

on the wall. Like you can kind of get a sense of where we're heading with this, but how it's
going to come about, how it's going to be fulfilled is still not definitive. It's not clear is what the
author of Hebrews is saying. He's saying it's just a shadowy figure. You can kind of make out
the outlines. None of this is put into clarity for the New Testament authors until we meet the

person of Yeshua. This is what Paul writes in Colossians 2, 9-10. He says, Paul's saying
everything, like the fullness of everything Yahweh could ever be perceived as and understood
as can only be seen clearly in the person of Yeshua. Everything else is a shadowy glimpse. He
is where we identify the character of Yahweh. And only him is where we see God. It's kind of

like going from RCA jacks you used to plug in when you had coax cable to HD. And so comes
the question. Here's the question. How did Philip know? How did Philip know with such

certainty that when the rest of the disciples were hesitant? John does not clearly tell us. but
instead takes us on a journey painting the answer for us. He is the one, the only one. He is the

Christ, the king. This is the king that changes everything in creation. No longer will empires
change. flex their muscle over the people. No longer will humanity be in such despair, worried

about who the new Caesar is and what he's going to do to us now. No longer feeling the
chains of bondage around them. No, the king has come and he is here to stay. The king has

come and conquered the rulers of this present evil age. And through his death, burial, and his
resurrection, he has not been shown wanting. Our king has been exalted up. A crown has

been placed on his head. The declaration above his head states, this is your king. And
followers of this king understood he was not defeated on the cross. This is how we gain

victory. By serving. By forgiveness. By mercy. By not relating and retaliating the way that the
world does. By self-sacrifice on behalf of others, even those that are our enemies, even those
that we hate, even those we don't want to pray for. Have you ever prayed for the people that
you view as your enemies or opposition? Like, would you ever dare to do that? Because that's
a common practice of the character of a believer in Yeshua. According to Yeshua. Why don't

you try it next time you pray? I dare you. Pray for the people that cause you most, most
anxiety in your life. Pray for the people that that you think are undeserving of any blessing in
this world. Pray for the people, for their benefit, as their intercessor, that want you wiped off

the mat, that want you to suffer. That was the decree from the king. This is how we win. This is
how we have victory. Not looking like and acting like and doing the things like the rest of the
world. It's a different ethic that had ever been seen before. So radical. that has since toppled
entire empires. And so I'd like to end with this section, Zonderman's commentary on John 1. I

just found this quote. I couldn't leave it out. It's amazing and it's challenging and it's
convicting. And it says this. It is striking how Jesus' first followers do not merely attach

themselves to Jesus, but immediately seek to bring others to him as well. The first thing
Andrew did was to find his brother Simon, while Philip recruited Nathaniel. Again, a painting
being crafted. This is where Israel in the story of the Old Testament had gone astray. Rather

than fulfilling her role as a channel of blessing to other nations, God's chosen people
construed their election as ethnic privilege. This is what ended them in exile. I put that in

there because it was challenging and convicting for me. And it caused me to ask the
question, has Yeshua done enough in your life to prove who he is? Has Yeshua done enough

in your life? And if that answer is yes, are you running to who you can with the sheer soul
desire not to be right, not to feel good about yourself, not to show others that they're wrong,

and your zeal justifies them by putting them down, mocking them, calling them the enemies
of your God, deeming them unworthy of the peace and the life eternal found in the gospel

message? Or do you run to Which are you? Look in the mirror. A good audit that I do
personally from time to time is to look at my outlets of communication. For most people,

that's a social media. Some people, it's text messages. Some people, it's phone calls. For most,
it's social media. From time to time, I take a look at my public profile, the things that I post,

the things that I just want to get out and tell the world. I want to represent who I am and the
things that I hold most meaningful as the priorities of the things that I've pledged allegiance
to on my social media platform. And sometimes I audit myself by going to my profile and just
scroll down as if I was a stranger. What can I learn about myself and the priorities that I have

in my life? What do I see that I present myself as to the world? What are the things Oh, it's
daunting. It's daunting. And many times, many times it's disappointing. Which are you
today? So I don't know where you're at today. Maybe you're in a place of hurting today.

Maybe you're in a place of sadness today. Maybe you're in a place of anger towards other
people today. I don't know. We're humans. We have lots of feels, right? Who knows where

Philip was in his day? He's probably ticked that the Romans came through and forced him to
carry a backpack for a mile the day before. He's probably ticked at people like Matthew, Jews
who are seemingly traitors to their own people and traitors to their own nation, yielding the

political power of Rome and serving them at the expense of their own people. Philip may
have been sad to learn that maybe his second cousin, a zealot, was killed when he tried to

attack a Roman in the marketplace. I don't know. It doesn't say. Philip's emotional
background is not included in the painting when he meets Jesus. Do you know why? Because
it didn't matter after he met Yeshua. Didn't matter. John didn't even feel compelled to record
it. You can find the same hope and the same joy and the same peace that Philip's heart was
engulfed by today. But you have to make a decision if you're willing to to sacrifice the anger
or the sadness or the hurt or whatever it is, the circumstances in your life to make room for it.

Can you say to others, the worst in the world, come and see the hope that I have found.
Please join me in prayer. Alvina Malcano, our father, our king father, we thank you for this
opportunity to dive once again into the word of the word that is a testimony of the truth of
your son Yeshua, the king of creation, the only life giver. Father, I ask that you would fill us
with the same peace, joy, and excitement, zeal, and passion for who this king is that Philip
was filled with.

power, that I want people to see him through the way that I live, through the way that I
speak, through the way that I engage the world, that I too may be the one to say, come and
see the King of Kings. We thank you, Father, for this Sabbath day, this day that you ordained

as a day of hope and rest and peace and joy in your kingdom, that we can solely focus on
your King. that you have given to us the son of god yeshua the messiah we thank you father
