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Was this teaching a blessing?

Absolutely, everybody. Welcome to Founding Truth Fellowship. So good to come back
together to dive into the Word this week. This week's message is, of course, continuing in the

Sermon on the Mount. I think we've been doing it. We've been slowly going through the
introduction of the Sermon on the Mount, the Beatitudes, and for about the past, what, six

weeks. So hopefully it's been a blessing. and hopefully you've been going back and rereading
the sermon a little bit, and getting, re-familiarizing yourself with it. Because when we read it,

and we actually realize the things that it's asserting, it's not such a little Bible-typical teaching
anymore. It's actually a bit dark in some places, when you're contrasting it with the reality of

how the world really is, versus the assertion of what Yeshua is saying that... how God is
actually going to work in it and how we should be reflecting God's nature through it. It's a

difficult thing that we tend to whitewash down to make it more palatable, that we negotiate
with to make it more easily applicable. But it's not. It's difficult, and it's meant to be read as

such a thing. And so this week, we're reviewing or going to touch on blessed are the merciful,
those who have mercy, for they shall be shown mercy. And, well, I get to talk about movies

now because I like movies. In the early 1950s, there was a British film made that was
depicting the story. And it was fictional film. It was not based on the true story that happened
in 1947 in the States. But I think in the early 50s, there was a British film that depicted the test

pilots that were trying to break through the sound barrier for the first time. And... In this
movie, the pilots were flying these planes, and every time they would get to the point of
surpassing 767 miles per hour, the sound barrier, if you will, the aircraft would begin to

violently shake, lots of turbulence, just out of control, and it would disintegrate, just start
falling apart. There's an issue. How are we going to do this scary thing to be a test pilot during
this experiment or this venture? And... They just couldn't figure out how to push the aircrafts
and manipulate them in a way that would actually not end up just it falling apart in the sky.

Yeah, just couldn't do it. And they couldn't figure out why the aircraft started acting
differently as it approached this liminal space between danger and safety. And something
that they noticed is when the plane got to that speed, none of the controls acted right. In

other words, whenever they tried to go up or lift the steering stick back, as if they were
pushing it forward, the nose would go the opposite direction, and the plane just wouldn't. It
was acting opposite of every single thing that they were used to controlling it. And then one
pilot came along, and he had a theory that maybe something changes when we get to this
speed, but maybe I should try to implement the opposite thing. controls. And so he got in the

plane and he went up and he started getting up to speed, getting up to speed, and then
everything started taking over. It was a shaking and instead of pulling the stick back to raise
the nose, he pushed it forward, which would typically send the entire aircraft in a nosedive.

But his theory in the film was correct and the plane lifted up and soared and broke through.
And this is the climax of the film, where he broke through that barrier and was now flying at a

speed faster than the sound that he was creating with the airplane. And of course, this
creates a sonic boom, and we know about that. It's a pretty cool film and story. Now again,
this movie was fictional. It didn't really happen that way, but I like the story because it gives
us a good graphic illustration of what I think Yeshua was doing in the Sermon on the Mount.
See, the story of the Bible is a story about what happens when people try to determine good

and evil for themselves. And every single time in the biblical story, this pursuit always ends the
same way. It ends in these same people attempting to exploit or use exploitation of others for
self-gain. And this pursuit always produces other things as well, such as violence that lead to
death, that lead to injustice, that lead to a world that, well, in the biblical story, a world that
Satan can stand up and proudly proclaim is his, even though we're the ones that created it.

And we know it's wrong, the reality of what the world is, and we know it needs to change, and
we know it's really messed up, especially at certain times throughout history. But that's just

the way it's always been, right? I mean, when it comes down to it, sometimes you just have to
suck it up and continue the cycle. Or we'll convince ourselves that in order to end the cycle of

exploitation and violence, we need to employ violence and exploitation in the name of a
greater good. We do that every four years here, don't we? We're pros at that. I'm going to vote

for evil, but it's not as bad as the other evils. What else do we do? In this pursuit, we have
guns, we have bombs, we have jail, we have guillotines, French, and we also have a social
structure that we've built that feeds off of gossip and slander as a means to destroy other
people. We love our weapons that benefit us. And when we try to play by the rules of the

game of those who find themselves succeeding in this system at the top, Well, you pick up
guns and you try to fight them the same way that they fight. How often do you win

throughout history? Not so much. A lot of times. In the first century, this was the environment.
Rome had colonized Judea and was the oppressive force that exploited their labor and

everything in it, all of them. And many times, messiahs stood up and they called for a violent
revolution to overthrow Rome. It's time for us to pay them back. And every single time they

would meet the legionnaires in the battlefield, the legionnaires would go home to their
family, and they would remain on crosses. This happened frequent enough. I think one of the
most popular ones in the early 1st century was around 6 AD with Judas of Galilee, and then, of
course, the Zealots in the 1st and 2nd Jewish Wars in the late 60s and the early 2nd century. It
just never worked. Never worked. And here Yeshua... is taking the controls that we were told,
this is how you have to fly. If you want to make a change in the world, this is the controls you
need to grab onto. There's no other ways. And we find that it doesn't work when we actually

get close to doing it. And here Yeshua is taking the controls and he's making them work
backwards. That's the Sermon on the Mount. Here Yeshua wants us to push through the

barrier of revolution. And not just for Judea, but for all humanity. Yeshua is taking humanity
through the barrier to a place that they've never been before. And guess what? Whenever

that happens, a sonic boom occurs. And it's awesome, and it's amazing, and it scares people,
and it annoys some people. And it makes some people angry because they don't like all that
racket. There will always be people that resort to anger when they see you stepping through

the barrier into the kingdom of God right beside them. And they're left behind because it's
noticeable. The beatitudes, the blessings, that word we've discussed can mean more so than
blessing, like receiving something. It's an assertion of the good life. That's what it means. Oh,

the good life are those who mourn. The good life are those poor in spirit. The good life are
those who are starving for justice in the world. It could also mean the flourishing ones. The
flourishing ones are the ones that are afflicted. The wonderful news that goes out to all of

those who have been pushed to the sidelines and the margins of society. The Beatitudes. The
merciful. It's so backwards when you read it in the context of how it's written. The good life

doesn't belong to the afflicted. Why would he say that? It doesn't belong to those who mourn
because they're mourning. And most of them never get comforted, if we can be honest. It's

just backwards. And sometimes we struggle because we read it as if Yeshua is giving us some
type of timeless truths about the way the world is. But it's not. That's not how the world is. As I

said, those who mourn go uncomforted many times. The weak and afflicted don't have a
history of inheriting the land. Those longing for justice often take that yearning to their grave.
It's a messed up world. But what Yeshua is saying is through his work and through me, these

things are going to be addressed. These things are starting to happen now. And it brings
possibly a hope, maybe a dark hope, twisted hope, to these people who find themselves in
these positions. Because the assertion here is, is if you find yourself in any of these groups,
you're in good shape to enter into the kingdom of God. You're ready. There's nothing that's

hindering you. Whereas if you don't find yourself in these groups, well, we need to renegotiate
what the kingdom of heaven is to make it more easily for us to get in, right? That's why it's
good news. It's good news to those who find themselves at the bottom. Follow me, Yeshua

says, because God is doing a new thing, just like the prophet said he would. God is at work in
a now fresh way, and this is what it's going to look like. The Sermon on the Mount is an

invitation to a new type of world. And from here on, all of the controls, all of the way that
people understood how to fly this thing through life and culture, this life, They're all going to

work in a whole different way. And that, that is what's going to push us through this
revolution of heaven and earth. The kingdom of God is here, but we have to be prepared to

pass through that sound barrier because we can experience the kingdom of God now. That's
the promise. It's not something that's waiting for you to die. It's here. It's now. It impacts earth

now. It impacts humanity now. It impacts you now. And it will surpass death forever. It's a
pretty straightforward one, right? Trick question, isn't it? Y'all don't even, no one, no one. Okay.

I know after we went over meek, that was a doozy, right? Mercy. What is mercy? Mercy is
typically when you forgive something from someone, right? Someone owes you a debt of

some sort and you choose because you are merciful to forgive it, right? It's a context that we
see mercy in and that's That's in Scripture. In Matthew chapter 18, we have the parable of the
king who has a servant who couldn't pay his debt to the king. And he came before the king,
and the king had mercy and forgave his debt. And then that same man went out and found
a person that owed him a small debt. And he grabs the man and roughs him up and says,
you need to pay my debt back, what you owe me. I'm going to put you in jail until you pay
back every last penny. We know the story. The king hears about it. And, well, this is how it

ends in Matthew 18, verse 32. It says, Then the master called the servant in, you wicked
servant. I canceled all the debt of yours because you begged me to. Shouldn't you have had
mercy on your fellow servant just as I had mercy on you? In anger, his master handed him
over to the jailers until he paid all the money back that he owed. Verse 35, this is how my
heavenly Father will treat each of you unless you forgive your brother or sister from your

heart. It's one of those big ones. That's a hard one. The measure of which you offer forgiveness
of debt that is owed to you is the same measure in which God will have mercy on you or

forgive you. We could just end there. We could just end there. But it's that same word, mercy.
The good life, blessed are those who forgive for they shall be forgiven. And that's all fun and

games until something really bad happens in our life, right? Someone really does something
bad. Not just said something bad about Facebook or they disagree with me politically or they

called me a name. I will humble myself and give mercy and forgive them. It's all great until
something really bad happens and then we struggle. There's a story of Corrie Ten Boom. She's
a Dutch Christian who, alongside of her sister and her father during World War II, they made

great effort to try to save as many Jewish lives as possible. And at some point, they were
found out, and they went to Ravensbrück concentration camp. That's where they were sent
for their crimes to subvert the efforts of Germany at the time, the Nazis. And they endured

unspeakable cruelty, brutality, and humiliation during the time that they were there. And her
sister never made it out. Her sister died there. And a few years after the war, in 1947, she came

back to the now-conquered Germany, and she was speaking at a church there about
forgiveness. And during her message, she looked up, and there was a man in the audience
that caught her eye, and she recognized him. And he was one of the SS guards that was at
the... concentration camp that her sister never made it out of and that she was part of the

brutal time that she was there. And after she spoke, he came up to her and he didn't
remember her. She knew exactly who he was. She had memories of walking naked past him

outside in the lines every day. And he came up to her and he said, listen, he knew she was
part of the camp. He just didn't He said, listen, I became a Christian after the war, and I'm

ashamed. Ashamed, everything. And he says, I know somehow I believe that God has forgiven
me, but I want to know if you will as well. And you could just empathize with her situation. I
mean, good Christian, we're going to go, we're going to talk about forgiveness today, right?
Yes, that's right, everybody, we need to forgive. And then that. And she writes, she says she

froze. She froze. This was not one of those like, fake it till you make it. She froze. No, no, this is
not. Sister's dead. I went through unspeakable things. She to everybody. No, why? You were at

the hands of murdering the people there. You were an accomplice. And so in that moment
that seemed to last forever, she prayed to God, how do I do this? Why is this happening? Like,
why am I here in this situation? Couldn't have... Stop light somewhere, like you couldn't have.
And she understood at that moment while praying that forgiveness is not an emotion, it's an
action. So despite her emotions, she found the strength to reach out and grab his hand and

say, yes, I forgive you. She mentions understanding the biblical principle during that time that
this is what she's called to do as a Christian. Because of the verse, the mercy that you give, the
forgiveness that you give will be what you get. That's tough, that's tough. We are so privileged
to think that when we read a verse like that, the worst example most of us can come up with

is someone who called us a name or wrote something bad about us on the internet or
something. No, there's real depth of forgiveness out there at times, and it's hard, and I can

never imagine. See, forgiveness is the only way humanity has a future. You cannot have
righteousness or right relationships among human beings without forgiveness. Not only that,

Yeshua, again, The level of your forgiveness is a reflection of God's forgiveness that will be
applied to you. So mercy very much so has to do with forgiveness. But the word here is also

related to the Hebrew word chesed in the Old Testament, like grace, if you will. And that
doesn't always mean forgiveness. That actually means, if you could sum it up, it means

something along the lines of intimate, familiar relationship toward one another, attributes of
being a family, Of giving, yes, forgiveness, but also going above and beyond to give more, to

give what you need as if you are my family, that I would go above and beyond, stop
everything. Instantly think of Brad Bermley. If you don't know Brad or how much he loves

people, it is an incredible capacity because I know that anyone in here could call Brad at 2
a.m. in the morning and you could be in Virginia broke down. And he'll have to get up at 5 or 6
a.m. to go to work, and somehow he will drive his F-250 all the way to Virginia. Your call will be

fixed in like 30 seconds. I don't know how. He'll have a jack, he'll have a whole shop, air guns,
and he'll have you back home safe, and then he'll go to work. Chesed, the giving of familiar

blessings. And we have other places in the scriptures where this word mercy is used, where it
doesn't apply to forgiveness, even in the New Testament. Matthew chapter 15, the story about

a foreigner who gets on the nerves of the disciples and allegedly Yeshua himself, the
Canaanite woman. And let's read that story. If you read it with me, you can turn with me to
Matthew chapter 15, because I want you to be familiar with this text. Matthew chapter 15,

starting at verse 21. It says that, Then Jesus said to her, It shall be done for you as you desire.
And she went home and her daughter was healed. That's a tough story. And what's beautiful
about this story is you don't know how to read it. It's uncomfortable because Yeshua and the

disciples on paper don't sound like they're being Jesus and the disciples that we're used to,
right? It almost sounds like they're kind of being insensitive. And so there's a lot of different

ways to approach the text. Some people think that's what's going on. Other people think that
it was just all a test, and Yeshua really wasn't. He was, hey, great faith, you passed the test. I

don't know. But what I do know is the message behind this is profound. Yeshua and the
disciples come across this woman that they weren't expecting, I guess, and she's not crying

out for forgiveness. She was crying out for Yeshua to give her something that he does not owe
her. I mean, she's worse than a Samaritan, by the way. Like, That's Matthew's setup here.

Matthew here has intentionally called her by the name of a people that don't exist anymore.
In Mark's account, she's referred to as a Greek Canaanite woman. The Canaanites, this

ancient people mentioned in the Old Testament, specifically as the people that Israel needs
to slaughter and wipe out. Those Canaanites. A Canaanite woman came out. That's how

Matthew sets this scene up. The pagan, idol-worshiping, evil, wicked, disgusting, vile,
unethical, unethical, I mean, not only is this woman not an Israelite, she's certainly not Jewish,

and she's not just any Gentile, she's a Canaanite. Think of the most... I hate labels, but we all
tend to do it, don't we? When we size up every other human being that we come in contact

with to kind of see where we're at, if we're above, you know what I mean? In this world, that's
what we're trained to do. And so we apply labels to quickly categorize people on how we

perceive them. And so go through your labels, and I want you to think of, I mean, the most
disgusting, vile, horrible, wicked type of people. And if you're thinking of some people right

now that you might feel that way toward, good, hold on to that. She petitions Yeshua to have
mercy, have chesed. Treat me like someone who you would give absolute familiar loyalty to.
You don't owe me anything. You don't even know me, but please go above and beyond as if I

were family and do this thing for me and heal my daughter. And it's not just her ethnicity
here. She's a woman, right? And she's the mother of someone who is tormented by a demon,

or from what I was reading, that's a nice way of saying it because the adverb in the Greek
means like it should be translated as evilly demonized, just excessive demon possession. And

FYI, if your child is possessed, people aren't going to want to hang around you either. She
wasn't popular. This is not someone who was within the bounds of Chesed with a group of

strangers. Not only that, but they're arch enemies in the entirety of the story of the Bible. And
she says, son of David, have mercy. And so does Yeshua do. He straight up ignores her.

Doesn't say a word. Acts like she's not there. So she keeps on petitioning. So much so that the
disciples are falling apart. Master, this racket of this person that keeps on badgering us. Can
you send her away now? It took a while for the disciples to get right. Y'all realize that, right?

Okay. Love it. And so, Yeshua then responds and equates her to a dog. It's a very
uncomfortable story. And Yeshua then says that the bread belongs to the children, not the
dogs. In other words, the bread is only for family. Now this is important. Bread. Why bread?
Why not SpaghettiOs? Why not goat? Bread is important because Matthew has already
framed this story in between two other stories that involve bread as well as healing. Two

elements that show up in this story. And the chapter before this story, we have an incident
where Yeshua goes and he heals the blind and the lame and the mute. And then he feeds

5,000 people with what? Bread and some fish sandwiches, right? Bunch of bread. Did he run
out of bread? No. Did he have any leftover? 12 baskets full, okay? And then immediately after
this story, Yeshua goes... to a mountain, and he heals the lame, he heals the blind, he heals
the mute, and then he feeds 4,000 people with more bread. Did he run out of bread then?
Was there leftovers? Yeah, seven baskets. Lots of extra bread. Matthew nestles the story of

the Canaanite woman boldly pushing into Yeshua to be who he says he is to someone who is
not in the in crowd. And he says there's not enough bread to feed those who are not part of
the family. Whoa. And she does not shut up. She further demonstrates her tenacity as she

uses the master's tools to dismantle the house that he built in his argument. Even the dogs
gather to eat the leftovers under the table. There is enough bread, Yeshua. She says Yeshua's

excuse is not satisfactory. And Yeshua is ecstatic when she does. He says that that is what
faith is supposed to look like. Faith has determination. Faith has zeal. Faith is not submissive
or weak. Faith is subversive toward the status quo. And here he says, your faith is great. And
her daughter was healed. Have mercy. Treat me like one of the family and give me some of

the bread too. See, in the Old Testament, the commandment was to slaughter the
Canaanites and their children. But here... Yeshua feeds them the bread reserved for the

family. Metaphorically in the story. Faith. Mercy. How many times do we look at people and
how many times do we look at people from a perspective and assert that God would never

give those people mercy? God would never give that kind of people kindness. God would
never give that type of people graciousness. So why would I? No one's ever employed that
logic before? Yeah. So So we sometimes, I always refer to it as God in a spray paint. So we
spray paint our own intentions and the things that benefit us and the way we're going to

exploit other people and treat other people, we just spray paint it with God. That way, in our
minds, God justifies the way that we treat other people. You see how that works so well. It's

awful. When we look at someone that we instantly... I don't know who I'm in a circle with, but
that's not them. They're not anywhere near my circle. And I will oppose them no matter what

because I don't like them because of whatever. Sin or wickedness. God would never treat
them with kindness or allow them in. So why would I? Why would I go the extra mile? And

when the world is full of that type of people, instead of having mercy, we become irritated. We
become angry. We become annoyed. when those types of people are needing the very things
that we're meant to give and we refuse. And when people need something, they usually get
louder when they don't get it because their complaints for justice are not being heard. And

then we get more annoyed and we make up names for them and we try to pass laws to
suppress them. And that's a rabbit hole, but it's not untrue. And that's how we've dealt with
the situation today this situation for a very long time throughout humanity and of course

here in this country. We just wish they'd go away and hush up so that we don't have to
inconvenience ourselves by allowing ourselves to be associated with them because they

could never be one of us. And if you really want bread, if you really want grace, if you really
want mercy from me, if you really want me to give you something, then you have to, you

know, jump through some hoops for me. prove yourself to me that you're one of me, and then
I will open the floodgates of whatever my concept of God's love and forgiveness and mercy is

to you. Guys, I'm not talking about nonbelievers. I'm talking about a spirit and an attitude
that heavily affects primarily American Christians. And I see it so often and so frequently. And
I'm so familiar with it because that used to be the spirit that was in me. And I would go and I

would worship God, but I was really just worshiping the God that I made in my image
because that's what we do. This is the God that agrees with me. And we have to be so careful

because it's so easy to do, but sometimes we need to take a step back and audit ourselves.
Where are we at here? Are we like the disciples? Just shut up. Haven't I given you enough? It's

harsh. And Christians don't have a good reputation specifically in this country. And I
understand. I understand. Yeshua had no expectations of this woman in the story. But when
it came down to it, he had plenty to give. So he did. He gave to her. And you know what the

story doesn't say? It doesn't say that she turned and repented and left everything and
followed him to join the massive crowd that he was going to heal and feed. She went home to

hug her Canaanite daughter, never to be heard from again in the story. There were no
expectations there. for Yeshua to give when he was ready to give. Him giving her grace and

mercy and treating her as if she was an intimate part of the family that he would do
anything for was not dependent on whether she decided to leave everything and follow him
or not. The Canaanite woman who was given the title of having great faith, that's her. Only
one other person was given this attribute in Matthew, and it was the pagan centurion. No

greater faith than all the land. Love that so much. The two people with the great faith. One of
them represented the enemies of old for Israel. And one of them represented the new

enemies of Israel. The Canaanites and the Romans. And here Yeshua says, the arch enemies
of Israel have greater faith than Israel themselves. And there's bread for them too. And the

one thing I think is so encouraging about the Canaanite woman is she understood the reality
when we read the story. She understood what Yeshua could do. She understood that she was
not part of the family. She understood that she's going to have to not only approach a man in
the first century, in the middle of nowhere, I don't know, but she's also going to have to break
the social framework and expectations that were put on her and relentlessly and boldly be
prepared to argue with a man that was a rabbi and had a following. And she had to make

the conscious decision not to let the gossip of this man's disciples derail her from her mission.
They likely were saying these things right in front of her. And she also had to make the

decision to not let the silence of Yeshua himself discourage her from her mission. She needs a
world to come about where her daughter is healed. And she knew that he could make this

reality come into existence. And guess what? She pushed the stick forward. She did it. And it
was inappropriate on so many levels, according to the culture and the world and everyone

that had put that on her. She's just some annoying woman that's really loud, according to the
disciples. No, she's a woman that understands faith and what it's going to take. And what it's

going to take for her kid is everything she needs to do. And there's the man that can do it.
Make me a part of this family so I can eat too. How many times, how many times have we
found ourselves in the position of the Canaanite woman? where our only hope is to have a
great faith that looks like something that is aggressive, because that's what great faith is.

How many times have we stopped short of pushing more or hanging on even tighter? Or how
many times have we acted like the disciples, where we hear the repetitive complaints? We

hear the cries out, the cry outs from people. We see the situations that Where, okay, this
person needs mercy, grace from me, from God, through me, because I'm a follower of Yeshua.

Those people need mercy and grace from believers, from God. There is injustice in the world
that requires someone, anyone, to go above and beyond for a people that are not in their

circle so that they can demonstrate and stand for justice. But we find it an inconvenience or
annoying thing. So we ignore it. Or better yet, we call them dogs so that we can justify moving

on. Now what I'm not saying is I'm not saying that Yeshua is a jerk here. Some people would
say that. I like to believe that Matthew was very intentional on how he's portraying Yeshua

and it's supposed to jar us and get our attention. And I like to believe Yeshua's all-knowing, he
knew how it was going to end, that logic. But the elements of the story should still hurt,

should still cause you to pause. And I think the biggest lesson here is that may your faith be
as strong as a Canaanite woman's. And may your mercy be overflowing like the bread in the
hands of Yeshua to everyone, everyone, at least until it runs out. Everyone, everyone is family.
Everyone is deserving of the capacity for you to give. And as Christians, we know that we do

not discriminate against We leave the label maker at home, and as Christians, we do not
discriminate with our grace. We don't discriminate with our mercy. We don't discriminate

with God's love flowing through us, right? No. We don't discriminate with our servitude
toward others. We don't discriminate with our standing against injustice. And we don't

discriminate with our forgiveness. And don't ever let enemies of the faith tell you otherwise,
ever. We're called to be that pilot, right? That the whole world is watching, knowing that we're

going to disintegrate, we're going to fall out of the sky, we're going to fail, we're not going to
get past the thing that everyone tries to get past, but always loses control. We're called to be
there, and we're called to trust God, and we're called to trust Yeshua when he explains to us
how we operate in a very upside-down, paradoxical way. And we're called to have the faith

and the bravery to push the stick forward instead of backwards. and to do something radical
so that we too can impact the world and actually change something instead of carrying on

the continued cycles of hatred, cycles of arrogance, cycles of war and violence, cycles of being
superior over other people and exploiting them for your gain on every level through

humanity. Because we operate this way by default in our personal lives, with our coworkers,
with our own families, with our households, and we operate this way as nations in the world.
It starts with the heart. It starts with you understanding who you are and who you're called to
be. And it starts the moment that the Canaanite woman walks out in the middle of your path
and you have to make a decision on what you're going to do next. And it's hard, but the good
life, those who are going to flourish, it belongs to the merciful, for they shall receive mercy. So

please stand with me as we conclude services today. Alvina Malkinu, our Father, our King,
Father, we thank you for this opportunity to dive into your word, but not just any part of the
story, but the manifesto of the kingdom of God, the great sermon on the mount. Father, we

understand that these things are meant to be hard because they're meant to break the
molds that have been built around our minds and our hearts. Father, we know the power of

your Holy Spirit, the life-giving Ruach that you claim is within us even now, that it has the
power to break those molds. So that we can repent and be prepared to actually change the

way we think about things, leaving behind the old ways and entering into the new ones, even
if they seem a bit backwards. That we will be the vessels that would change the world in your
name and in the right way. In Yeshua's name we pray. Amen. Sing Shema with me. Shema
Yisrael Adonai Adonai Ha'uk'shem K'evo Hear, O Israel, the Lord is our God, the Lord is one.
Blessed is the name of his glorious kingdom for all eternity. May the Lord also cause you to
increase and overflow in love for one another and for all people in order to strengthen your

hearts as blameless in holiness before our God and Father at the coming of our Lord Yeshua
with all his kedeshim. Now may the Lord bless you and may he keep you. May the Lord make

his face to shine upon you and be gracious to you. May the Lord lift up his countenance
toward you and give you his peace. In the name of our Tsar, Shalom, our Prince of Peace,

Yeshua HaMashiach, Amen. Shabbat Shalom, family.
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
