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The message I want to share with you today has been heavy on my heart, and I think many of
you that I've shared with have felt it's overdue, and you'll see what I mean here shortly. See,
most of us all came out of some mainstream Christian denomination. Nothing wrong with

that. It's not where you start, it's where you finish. And we were taught about a Father, a God
that was strict and harsh and... That that was not the dispensation of grace. That's the New

Testament. But the Old Testament is where he's firm and he's hard and there had to be
sacrifices for every sin. But then we came and we learned quite the contrary. That with his
Torah, we found that he's full of grace, full of mercy. And that the New Testament wouldn't

exist unless he was graceful enough to send his son Yeshua. And in doing so, we learn about
the Torah, the commandments and commandments. We learn so much. It's so much

knowledge, so much more than we've ever had before. And as you've heard, knowledge puffs
up. But I don't want a negative spin on knowledge. So you have to have knowledge before

you can have wisdom. Because the definition of wisdom is understanding how to apply that
knowledge. Knowledge is like tools for a mechanic. Tim stepped away for a minute, but I think
about him because we talk about my Jeep. And a Jeep is like a Legos on wheels. You just can
do anything with it, work on it. Most people can. Not everybody. So if I bought from the floor to
ceiling, craftsman tools, everything Sears has got to throw at me in my garage, and you pull
this car in, and all these tools are likened to knowledge. You pull this car in, you're going to
probably pull your car out with it more injured than when it came in, if I'm going to try to

mess with it. I don't have the wisdom, the skill set to even change the oil. On the contrary...
You fill all of Tim's garage up with these tools, knowledge, and he's able to apply it

appropriately. So what comes in sick can leave better, which poses the thought that if you
encounter anyone who's hurt emotionally, spiritually, and they leave you worse off, there may
have been a lot more room for wisdom to be applied. And when I say that, I think about social

media where people are criticized or criticized rebuked, reproved. If they walk away more
injured than they are corrected or fell in love, then there's a lack of wisdom, not necessarily a
lack of knowledge. Now, knowledge is a funny thing because I work for the local college here
and we issue books to these students. Now, these books aren't special. They're not books that
they couldn't buy on Amazon anyway, but they go ahead and they spend the money on the

tuition and The reason they do this is because a book's not enough. They want a teacher.
They want someone who can take that knowledge from that book and help them apply it to
what they want to know, to apply it to life. They need the wisdom. They need the skill set, the

trade. So when we came into Torah, when we came into Hebrew roots, if you will, and we
learned about these things, we definitely, many of us definitely got puffed up. Not so much
the folks here. Y'all are a loving crowd. But we're missing something. We miss the teacher.

See, I think about it because when we read in Exodus 20, this is one of the accounts of where
the Ten Commandments are listed along with Deuteronomy 5. In Exodus 20, our ancestors,

Israel was standing before God at Mount Sinai. And Moses had told them to prepare
themselves, spend three days, stay away from anything unclean, don't lay with any women,
keep your mind straight, we're going to stay clean, we're going to meet the Father, and He's

going to give us the Torah, His commandments, His statutes, His decrees and ordinances.
And as they stood there, a cloud come over the mountain. And the mountain caught a

blazing fire. There's a quaking of the earth. There's lightning, flashes of light, thunder. Enough
so to very much frighten the people. As the father began, as Yahweh began to give his

commandments, it's the 10 commandments that we know. Once he got to 10, something very
interesting happened. The people said, stop, stop. If you continue, we'll die. Moses, you, if you'll

go up and you hear the rest, you come back and you share it with us and we'll do it. At that
moment, we severed, to a degree, a very intimate personal relationship with the Father. We
asked for intermediary. Moses went up, got the Torah, as we understand it, came back and

gave us all that we noticed to follow. What would have happened if we didn't do that? Would
there have been an 11th commandment given from Father? Interesting, after he gave us the
textbook... Would he have then given us the Spirit to teach us how to use it? Ah, but we threw
our hand up first. We'll revisit that. Many of you come from a past charismatic background,

and you're used to hearing words from friends, thus saith the Lord, some encouraging words
from the Father. It's very interesting. I was talking to Brother Greg, Greg Bartos, and he comes

from a similar background as I and Katie. And he didn't know this, but One Shabbat, he
shared with Katie nothing big, something rather simple. I didn't get permission to share this,
so I'm going out on a limb. Greg shared with Katie simply, I feel the Spirit of the Lord saying,

you're well equipped for the task at hand. That's about it. No book, no paragraph. That was so
meaningful to Katie because Greg didn't know that just a week or so before that, Katie had
been expressing to me very much how she kind of missed some of that intimate connection

with the Father that we had at a previous church. It was charismatic. And she had been
talking about how she has this vision, and we often do this. We'll get a vision for what we see
to be ideal in our project for her children's church, and you feel sometimes inadequate to get

there. Man, I see this big old picture. I don't know if I got what it takes to get what I can see
my vision to be. I know she can. But when Greg said that, she felt the Father heard her

request, that she wanted to hear from him again. Just another little nudge, pat on the back,
Yeah, honey, I gave you everything you needed to do what I've given you to do. See, she knows

her vision, but we all need encouragement. So Greg's moment of obedience, his moment of
sharing, did something rather large for Katie. And so that's what we're missing is that

relationship with the Holy Spirit on such an intimate level. Again, Greg and I were talking
about, is it different when someone has this communication with the Holy Spirit versus not?
Like a better word, standard Christian. And I would say, you know, the only thing that comes
to my mind is Katie Price happens to be my best friend. Works out. But I have co-workers. I

have friends who that's not always the case. Their spouse is their spouse, but they also have a
best friend. It doesn't take anything away from their marriage. But when your spouse is your

best friend, there's an extra level. And that's what it can be with the Father. He can be, His
Spirit can be our best friend. See, he sends him to us as a comforter. You have the Spirit of God

with you right now that you can ask questions to, that you can seek encouragement from.
But do we? No, we don't because we're not taught. I remember as a young man, I really,
really, really missed Dad. Page Price, he was really savvy with this stuff. And I remember

asking Dad, Dad, how do you hear from God? How do you hear from the Holy Spirit? He said,
son, it starts with just asking a question. He said, let me explain. I was sitting in the back of

the church one day, and I asked the father a question, something that pertained to the
family, something pertained to something I needed to do. And I heard an answer. And I

ended up having to say to the father, Father, if this is truly from you and not from my own
imagination, have that lady in the front row look at me. He said, shortly after, this woman just
scanned in the crowd, looked behind her and looked dead at him and just turned right back

around. A chill went through him. But seeking the sign or these confirmations, there's nothing
wrong with it. And it's done throughout Scripture. When a perverse generation asks for a sign,

it's a different motive. They're asking someone to prove themselves, if that's the verse we're
referring to, when Yeshua told them, I would only give you the sign of Jonah. But fleecing, this

is what Gideon did. When you fleece, you're just saying, Father, I want to make sure. I'm a
novice. I'm elementary at this. Can you assure me that I'm not getting in the way of your own
words? And so dad was telling me about another time he was cutting grass for the church in
big city of Great Falls, South Carolina. He felt like the father shared something else with him.
And he said, father, if this is so, please let the next car that passes this country road be a red
car. And in fact, such thing happened. And he eventually said, son, there came a time when I
would do this so regular and it would either confirm or not confirm. I began to learn the voice.

I began to learn the distinction. And then one time I heard the father very clearly say, don't
ask me for any more signs, you know. He said, son, at that point I knew I graduated and I

can't go back to the ways I used to be. This is really exciting. So I started doing this practice. I
remember, some of you know where I live. I live in Rock Hill behind Lowe's. I was leaving to go
to work, and behind Food Lion is just this whole open field. It's not anymore, but it once was
an open field, and I was testing this theory. Holy Spirit, what's going up over there? And as

quick as I could finish the sentence, apartments popped in my head. Now, I wasn't thinking
along this line, apartments. Didn't think anything else of it. Time went on, months, and I was
thinking, you know, we got food lines, SAM's, all this e-commerce coming up. Why would they
put apartments here? Hotels over this area. This is obviously a place for more, we was hoping
for a Fuddruckers, you know. Fuddruckers didn't happen. I even called them. It didn't happen.

Today, there's like two different companies of apartments all up in that area. And when I
think about it, I get a chill. I realize, is it so easy simply to dare to ask? I mean, we're told the

Father is a gentleman. If you dare ask that you can get an answer. Now, here's the funny
thing. When you're in a state of concern, working at the hospital, people are always

concerned. Health, what's going on. When you get an answer, you're comforted. He's called
the Comforter. He'll give you answers. he is the spirit of prophecy he doesn't know what's

gonna happen we don't ask we're not taught to ask this is a very simple concept I want to
share with you some the other attributes to the Holy Spirit the Holy Spirit's certainly not a

New Testament concept Old Testament supersaturated with him as well let me talk with you
a little bit y'all know what in do you means I hope you don't cuz that's kinda the point so this
first Genesis 41 if there are asses officials can we find anyone else like this man so obviously
field with the Spirit of God, referring to Joseph. Now, y'all know what Joseph had just done.

Joseph just gave this dynamic interpretation of a dream that was so impacting that
afterward, Pharaoh promoted him to be the second highest in all of Egypt. Egypt was

obviously rather large. Holy Spirit gave this impossible answer. Now, I was talking again
about to Greg about it. He says, you know, sometimes when you hear these words and you

need to share it with someone, you've got to kind of take it by faith. And when he said that, I
thought about Joseph. I'm going to take this by faith. You're going to see some fat cows, some

skinny cows, and some... I mean, he's going out on a limb. Took it by faith. In Exodus, I really
like this one. I think this is so applicable. It says, this is Father speaking. I have filled him,

Bezazel, with the Spirit of God, giving him great wisdom ability and expertise in all kinds of
crafts and have personally appointed all a lib of the tribe of Dan to be as assistant moreover I

have given special skill to all the gifted craftsmen so they can make all the things I've
commanded you to make specifically in reference to Building the articles for his sanctuary.
Have you ever felt like you've been given an assignment? But you know what she's doing so
at the hospital. I'm on the first rung of management and I fake it a lot. Do this. Okay, I got it.

Google, Google. Holy Spirit will give you. The Father will give you the skills you need. He does it
through the Holy Spirit. I will come down and talk to you there. I will take some of the spirit

that is upon you, Moses, and I will put the spirit upon them also. They will bear the burden of
the people along with you. Pause. Moses ain't around today, but we do have a leader of the
fellowship today. When I read this, I started thinking about Matthew. You'll hold on to that. I
like that, a pun word. They prophesied, but this never happened again. Two men, Eldad and

Medad, stayed behind in the camp. They were listed among the elders, but they had not gone
out to the tabernacle, yet the Spirit rested upon them as well. So they prophesied there in the

camp. A young man ran and reported to Moses, Eldad and Medad are prophesying in the
camp. And Joshua, son of Nun, who had been Moses' assistant since his youth, protested,

Moses, my master, make them stop, because he thought that was kind of like trying to take
over. In Deuteronomy 34, now Joshua, son of Nun, a little bit older now. was full of the spirit of

wisdom for Moses had laid hands on him so the people of Israel obeyed him doing just as
Yahweh had commanded Moses what spirit did he have? the spirit of wisdom and how did

he get it? from the anointed laying hands on him there's something to this see if you are
familiar with this the people of Israel cried out to Yahweh for help Yahweh raised up a rescuer
to save them his name was Othniel the son of Caleb's younger brother Echinaz I want y'all to

see an ongoing theme of power as the Holy Spirit comes upon people. He did as easily if it
was a young goat. Later, the spirit of Yahweh came powerfully upon Samson again. He went
down to the town of Ashkelon and killed 30 men, took their belongings and gave the clothing

to the men who had solved this riddle. The story is much better when you read the whole
thing. But the fact is, the Holy Spirit coming upon Samson represented wisdom? No. In this

case, it represented physical strength and vigor, also victory. So there was a time when
Samuel was anointing Saul, king of Israel. And he said to him, at that time the spirit of

Yahweh will come powerfully upon you and you will prophesy with them. You will be changed
into a different person. That's no small thing. As Saul started to leave, God gave him a new

heart and all of Samuel's signs were fulfilled that day. You ever hear that, what is it, a leopard
can't change its stripes? Or a jackal, some cat. Fact is, it can. The Holy Spirit will change you
into a completely different person. Then the Spirit of God came powerfully upon Saul, and he
became very angry. He took two oxen and cut them into pieces and sent his messengers to

carry them throughout Israel with this message. This is what will happen to the oxen of
anyone who refuses to follow Saul and Samuel into battle. And Yahweh made the people

afraid of Saul's anger, and all of them came together as one. The Holy Spirit changed. coming
upon someone can be used as a tool to unify. Now specifically this story, a foreign nation

came against an outside town of Israel and said, we're going to take you over. The town said,
just make a treaty of peace with us. They said, sure, no problem, but we're going to gouge out
your right eye, everybody in the town. And so they sent a message to Saul, and this is his first

act as the leader. And so they went and rescued those people. Righteous indignation, huh? So
we can see The Holy Spirit coming upon just in a few verses demonstrates wisdom, courage,

leadership, and prophecy for his people. You know, Brother Pete shared this with me because
I asked about this verse. I, young David, go after it with a club and rescue the lamb from its
mouth. If the animal turns on me, I catch it by the jaw and beat it with a baseball bat. I've

done this to both lions and bears, and I'll do it to this pagan Philistine too, Goliath. for he is to
follow the armies of the living God. Guys, this is plural. He done this to lions and bears more

than once. How did the man do this? Well, when I asked it to Brother Pete, he had a real easy
answer. He said, look one chapter before, one chapter earlier. This is when Samuel came to

David to anoint him as the king of Israel. He was a young boy. So as David stood there among
his brothers, Samuel took the flask of olive oil he had bought he had brought in anointed

David with the old and the Spirit of Yahweh keep powerfully upon David from that day on I
power lotto courage lotto leadership lots of strong attributes demonstrated when the Holy

Spirit comes upon I want to hang on to that word upon doing it will come to the New
Testament danger applied the Holy Spirit the rule cock a dish will come upon you in the

power the most I will overshadow you So the baby will be born. So the baby to be born will be
holy. And he will be called the Son of God. The Holy Spirit coming upon can bring life where

there is no life. I can do it. In Matthew chapter 3, referring to Yeshua. After his baptism in
water, as Yeshua came out of the water, the heavens were opened and he saw the Spirit of
Yahweh descending like a dove and settling upon him. I got a question. Do y'all think Jesus
was born with the Holy Spirit in him? I think so. I mean, don't you think you got a little bit of

your mama, a little bit of your daddy in you? He had a little Mary in him. Probably had a little
daddy in him too. It's reasonable, at least to me, that Yeshua was born with the Holy Spirit in

him. But for 30 years, because this happened when he was 30, so I understand it. For 30 years,
he never done a single miracle. To our knowledge, it's not documented that he preached in

him or taught in him. He was literally, as far as we know, benign. He did nothing until he was
30. Something funny happened. After this, that's when he got going good. That's when the

ministry began. And he goes and changes water into wine as his first miracle. Guys, when did
the disciples receive the Holy Spirit? There's a specific verse where they ask Yeshua, what is

their force in the kingdom to come? And he said, you will rule with me in the 12 tribes of Israel.
In the New Jerusalem, as Yeshua is king. The Jews don't believe they're saved. I think that's

fair. He recruited them. Well, maybe not one guy. That's a different topic. Judah. Judas. So we
knew they were saved. They were definitely trained up by the master. Let's take a look at this.
Paul talks about it a little bit when you might receive the Holy Spirit. In Ephesians, Paul says,

When? After the message of truth, the gospel, the gospel of your salvation. Having also
believed. What you believe. You were sealed in him with the Holy Spirit of promise. And here it

references, do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God by whom you were sealed for the day of
redemption. The Holy Spirit, in this case, is an engagement ring. It's a seal. Until the day where

salvation is truly manifested at judgment, where you don't die, you get to live again. See,
we're betrothed until that happens. I hope if you can take anything away today, this verse

makes an impact on you. In John 20, 22 through... John 20, 20 through 22... So if the master is
standing there and he received the Holy Spirit, do you think it happened? It happened. They
received the Holy Spirit. And where was Yeshua? Still on earth. There's a point to that. What
happened after the disciples had spent years with the master? Performed miracles when

sent out as a group of two? Been told they'll judge the twelve tribes of Israel along with
Yeshua as king? Given the great commission and even given the Holy Spirit. Do y'all

remember what they went and did? Old John said, Old Peter said, I'm going fishing. The rest
of them said, we'll come too. And they all said they went out in the boat and they didn't catch

anything that night. That don't seem weird to y'all. I mean, think about this. So when they
went out two by two... In the Gospel of Luke, one of the disciples said, "This town didn't listen to

us. Do you want me to call down fire from heaven?" Yeshua said, "No, man. No. No. No fire
from heaven. That's okay." They had experienced some powerful stuff. They just saw Yeshua
raised from the grave. They went back fishing. What were they doing when he found them?
Fishing. When he recruited them, they were fishing. They went back to their old occupation.
What were they missing? They had the knowledge. Had the experience. They missed them.
Let's visit Acts. Right in the beginning. Once when Yeshua was eating with the disciples and

he commanded them, do not leave Jerusalem until the Father sends you the gift he
promised. As I told you before, John baptized with water, but in just a few days you will be

baptized with the Holy Spirit. Did they already have the Holy Spirit? They already had the Holy
Spirit. What's this? In just a few days you'll be baptized with the Holy Spirit, but you will

receive food. Power. When the Holy Spirit comes in you, upon you. What is this? And you will
be my witnesses telling people about me everywhere in Jerusalem, throughout Judea and

Samaria, and to the ends of the earth. Let's look at this now. You will receive power when the
Holy Spirit comes upon you. To do what? To be my witnesses. Telling people about me

everywhere. When's the last time you talked about the Lord to somebody? We don't do it like
we should, do we? Neither did they. You can't judge us. You know they're going to be judging

12 tribes. They did it too. And behold, I'm sending forth the promise of my Father upon you.
And you are to stay in the city until you are endued with power from on high. Some

translations call this endued clothed. Putting on like a big coat. Putting it on like a cape.
Matthew shared something with me one time. He said, it's as if the Holy Spirit put you on and

it does all the work. Y'all ever seen the movie Avatar? So kind of like the consciousness goes
into this body. So you're wearing this suit, but it's so intimately part of you. There's no

distinction between you. Most of y'all are too young to know what this is. It's an exoskeleton.
You're supposed to be able to hop in it, and it gives you a lot of power. Let's modernize it. Y'all

know this one? Yeah, this works a little bit better, right? In a spiritual sense, this happens.
Samson did this stuff. He moved buildings and killed animals. Wisdom. Think of this on the

level of wisdom and leadership. and everything the father want you to have how about
people who have an illness with a lot of sick people did you know one of the gifts of the Holy

Spirit is healing who's gonna claim to have that in 2016 if anybody did to get picked on I think
I'll say keep going so thanks chapter 2 when the day of Pentecost also known as Shavuot so

this is the anniversary of when Israel was before Mount Sinai and they got 10 commandments
before they stopped him and I'm offering the idea there could have been more had they not.

I'm saying, what if the Spirit came then? He's going to finish what he started. When the day of
Pentecost came, they were all together in one place, and suddenly there came from heaven a

noise like a violent, rushing wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting, and
there appeared tongues of fire distributing themselves. Mount Sinai was on fire, right? And

they rested upon each one of them because they already had the Holy Spirit, right? And they
were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues as the Spirit was
giving them utterance. Now there were Jews living in Jerusalem, devout men from every
nation under heaven. And when the sound occurred, the crowd came together and were

bewildered because each one of them was hearing them speak in his own dialect, his own
language. But others were mocking, saying, they're full of sweet wine. But Peter, taking a
stand with the eleven, raised his voice. He's starting to demonstrate his powers. The Holy

Spirit just, he's jumping up. Men of Judea and all who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to
you and give heed to my words. For these men are not drunk as you suppose, for it is only the
third hour of the day. But this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel. And it shall be in
the last days. And God says that I will pour forth my spirit on all mankind and your sons and
your daughters shall prophesy. And your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall
dream dreams. Even on my bond slaves, both men and women, I will in those days pour forth

my Spirit, and they shall prophesy. This Jesus God raised up again, to which we are all
witnesses. Therefore, having been exalted to the right hand of God, and having received from

the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured forth this which you both see and
hear." therefore let all the house of Israel know for certain that God has made him both Lord

and Christ this Jesus who you crucified Peter finishes the same repeat each a view and be
baptized in the name of Yeshua for the forgiveness of your sins in your seat to give the Holy

Spirit so then those who received his word were baptized and that day there were added
about three thousand souls everyone kept feeling a sense of all and many wonders and signs
were taking place through the apostles day by day continuing with one mind in the temple

and breaking bread from house to house they were taking their meals together with
gladness and sincerity of heart praising god and having favor with all the people and the lord

was adding to their number day by day those who were being saved i want to give you a
perplexing one now in acts chapter 8 now when the apostles were in jerusalem heard that
samaria had received the word of god they sent them peter and john That's enough, right?

And that's what we were taught. That's it. There's that laying on hands again. I have no doubt
that upon believing, hearing the gospel, accepting it, believing it, you receive the Holy Spirit as

a seal until redemption, an engagement ring until salvation. Scripture supports that. Could
there be one more layer? Could there be, instead of just being a spouse that you can be best

friends with, a level of intimacy? See, some people, you notice, they don't have any trouble
being, I don't want to say religious, they don't have any trouble walking out their faith and

being devout and keeping a clean mouth and stumping their toe and say hallelujah instead
of, they just don't have any trouble with the same trouble as some people. Some people, Paul

was saying, I do what I don't want to do. If you got to do what I don't want to do-dos, then
you're kind of like Paul, kind of like me. There's a better way. Here's some of the gifts of the

Holy Spirit. A spiritual gift is given to each of us so we can help each other. The reason? So we
can help each other. This ain't no self-edification here. To one person, the Spirit gives the

ability to give wise advice. To another, the same Spirit gives a message of special knowledge.
This would be the word of knowledge. When you know something's going on in somebody's
life and the Father speaks something to you. And you can share with that person that needs
to hear it. To another, the same Spirit gives a message of special knowledge. The same Spirit
also gives great faith to another. And to someone else, the one Spirit gives the gift of healing.
He gives one person the power to perform miracles and another the ability to prophesy. He

gives someone else the ability to discern. Whether a message is from the Spirit of God or from
another spirit, still another person is given the ability to speak in unknown languages while
another is given the ability to interpret what is being said. It is the one and only Spirit who
distributes all these gifts. Best part, He alone decides which gift each person should have.
Guys, there's a reason I want to share this with you. Because I think this congregation, this
fellowship, we've come to a nice place. It's funny because when Matt goes to teach church,

Each week he's wondering where should we go now because we've covered some pretty
good foundational teachings on Sabbath, dietary laws, Torah, and you can go on and on

forever in that, but we don't want to go much further without the teacher beside us. I'm going
to ask the worship team to join me up here because we sing a couple songs, but we want to
reenter into this place. And teens, I wanted you guys—sorry, I canceled your class. I wanted

you up here. Because you're being used of God whether you know it or not. See, when y'all do
your worshipful dance and you don't realize that the Spirit of God is in the center of that circle,
and you don't realize that you're inspiring your brother and sister adults while they sit in their

seat and just stand, you're leaders in worship and don't even know it. You don't know it. I
wanted you up front because I wanted to lean upon you because, guys, you're leaders and

you're our hope for the next generation. I'm going to ask everyone if they'll stand. In doing this,
I'm going to ask the teens to come forward just a little more. And I'm also going to ask any

adult who wants to try to experience this new level of intimacy with the Father. You see, some
denominations have said things such as, "The gift of tongues is not for today." And even if that

were true, could anybody benefit from the gift of knowledge? From the gift of wisdom,
leadership, courage, or change as a person as a whole? Do you need to restart? Do you feel
powerless in your walk? You're dragging something behind you that you're doing it on your

own. You don't have to. He sent you a helper. And you know the duty of a judge when you call
upon a judge to help settle a dispute, he is obligated to step forward and judge. So what's the
obligation of a helper? When you ask, he has to help because that's what he said he'll do. So
I've asked Gideon and Christie if they would play And I was going to have folks come forward

and train and learn to go into that intimate place. You see, if I want to romance my wife, I
light the candles, turn down the lights, turn the music on. If you set the atmosphere, the Spirit
comes. See, the heathen, the pagan, they do it too. We'll do a seance, and they'll get the Spirit

they're seeking. And if you want a spirit of festivity, you set the atmosphere for it. It's not
manipulation. It's appropriate. We here will set the atmosphere for you to experience a power
